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Fairing compound —
1. forfilling badly pitted or scarred surfaces apply the material using a rubber float across the repair surface ensuring
the product is pressed into any holes or cracks.
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1. for conveyor rollers, steps or ramps, apply the product to the surface at a wet film thickness of 500 microns (20mil)
and then broadcast a suitable aggregate onto the surface (Aluminium Oxide or equivalent).
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1. If applying as a resurfacing material to repair worn or damaged surfaces the application should be carried out in
two coats.
